A documentary that denounces the human rights violations committed of the state government of Ulises Ruiz Ortiz in response to the social mobilizations that shook Oaxaca in 2006. The government response resulted in more than 25 murders.

Compromiso Cumplido documents six of these cases, discovering a state strategy of deadly response that was implemented in Oaxaca, with its authors still not investigated and unpunished despite evidence and witnesses who identify the guilty.

The documentary was released in Oaxaca on 14 June 2007 in the city plaza and presented internationally (including in Spain, Guatemala, Ecuador, Bolivia, Venezuela and the United States [Boston, Los Angeles, Ohio, San Francisco, New York, Berkley, Ann Arbor]. In Mexico it was presented in Hermosillo, Sonora; Tepic, Nayarit; San Luís Potosí, SLP; San Cristóbal de las Casas, Chiapas;  Mérida, Yucatán; also Mexico City. TELESUR showed it in three television channels in Venezuela and other Latin American countries.
