RMA divides verbs into four tenses: future, present, and preterite. Often the future and present are the same, though differences when they do exist involve a higher tone on the first (and sometimes second) syllable. She relates the tonal change to cases in which a word of the “clase ae” precedes the verb.


Someirregularities are mention, e.g,. change from ca to ji o je (many cases of k→ j are noted as well as some irregular vowel changes. 


The preterite ismarked by ni- placed before the verbal (future) stem. Some lowering of tone occurs on the following first syllable of the verb (e.g. high to mid is the most general). Ni can be omitted, but the tone change is still manifested.

is used before the future stem of verbs only.

2. tuú/tú
may also be used with future verbs; it is often reduced to a monosyllabic word. There are some tone changes of the contracted form. Tuú/tú can also be used with the present of the verb.
